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“The Sky is the Limit” was the 
theme of last month’s annual 
celebration in honour of Viet-
nam National Day for the Care 
and Protection of Disabled 
People. The event, organised 
by Disability Resource and 
Development and the HCMC 
Youth Union, took place at 
Cong Nhan Theatre in Ho Chi 
Minh City.

The show opened with an 
impressive lineup of speakers 
representing the community of 
people living with disabilities, 
beginning with Ms Huong 
Duong who lost two legs in an 
accident. She gained fame for 
her tremendous contributions 
to the founding and develop-
ment of a national audio library 
for the blind. Ms Nguyen Thi 
Hoa, a sign language teacher, 
translated for the hearing 
impaired guests, her hands 
dancing along in harmony with 
the spoken words.

An Impressive Show
Singers representing the Youth 
Union entertained audience 
members with a southern folk 
song called Ly Dat Giong, 
while two vision-impaired 
young men performed cai 
luong by imitating the sounds 
of traditional instruments.

The evening’s entertainment 
also included an environmen-

fight off two able bodied men 
attacking him with wooden 
sticks.

Details for the event were 
carefully planned, from the 
backdrop depicting the night’s 
sky, full of bright and sparkling 
stars, to the entertainers, 
each performing with energy, 
confidence and grace. It was 
obvious that much practice 
and preparation went into 
the event to ensure that the 
message was clear - The Sky 
is the Limit. People living with 
disabilities can reach the stars, 
and many of them did.

Disabled is Just a Word
Participants in the evening’s 
performance represent only a 
fraction of the population of 
people living with disabilities 
in Vietnam, a larger group that 
silently struggles to overcome 
certain limitations in order 
to live, learn and provide for 
themselves and, sometimes, 
even, for others.

In addition to overcom-
ing their disabilities and their 
feelings about their own 
situation, they must often deal 
with discrimination. The show 
sought to show people, both 
those with disabilities as much 
as those without, that one 
must look beyond limitations 
and look instead towards pos-
sibilities.
