“We believe in a world where individuals and organiza-
tions working with inclusive arts are able to organize, can
excel and enjoy full participation, respect and equality in
the world of arts and wider society.”

The SPOTLIGHT network brings together artists with disabilities and arts managers
working in the field of inclusive arts across the ASEAN (Association of Southeast Asian
Nations) member countries. It promotes Asian artists with disabilities and allows inclusive
arts managers, donors and festival producers around the world to have a clearer picture
of the quality, variety and strength of the inclusive arts scene which is developing in Asia.
This nonprofit network works with the wider international inclusive arts community in order
to increase dialogue between all organisations, artists and individuals interested in this
area of work and encourage them to share experience, ideas and opportunities.
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IN November 2009 o delegation of artists,
art managers and organization representa-
fives came togetherin a week long seminar
to co-create the first ASEAN Inclusive Arts
network that serves the needs of its mem-
bers.

28 Participants from 8 countries travelled to
Cambodia and gathered together in the
tfown of Kampot for a five day workshop.
The event was funded by The Nippon Foun-
dation and hosted by EPIC Arts at their fully
accessible arts centre.
